Enter the customer’s radio anti-theft code, and
reset the radio station presets.

Check the operation of the XM radio system
according to the vehicle’s Owner’s Manual.

Reinstall all removed parts.

If the IMA battery level gauge (BAT) displays zero
segments, start the engine, and hold it between
3,500 and 4,000 rpm (in Park or Neutral) until the
IMA level gauge (BAT) displays full segments.
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
