e This trunk spoiler kit should be installed only if the
ambient air temperature is 60°F (15°C) or above.

e Using isopropyl alcohol on a shop towel, thoroughly
clean the areas where the trunk spoiler will attach.
Wipe up spilled cleaner at once. Allow the cleaner
to dry thoroughly before proceeding to the next
step.

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13. Using the special tool, install the right trunk spring
and the left trunk spring in the reverse order of
removal:

* Install the not-marked spring in the slot in the
left (driver’s) side trunk hinge arm and to the
hinge bracket on the right (passenger’s) side of
the car; install the yellow-marked spring in the
slot in the right (passenger’s) side trunk hinge
arm and to the hinge bracket on the left
(driver’s) side of the car.

* Wearing gloves, rotate the tool as you pull it
toward you.

» Set the springs in the first notch (original
position) of the hinge brackets.

15. Reinstall all removed parts. Check that the clips
are installed securely.

16. Open the trunk lid, and make sure the trunk lid
stays open on its own. If necessary, adjust the
trunk springs to the second position.

USE AND CARE

* Handle the spoiler with care. It is not designed to
absorb shock or impact.

* Do not open or close the trunk lid by grasping the
spoiler.

e Check the spoiler mounting nuts periodically, and
retighten them as necessary.
