Customer Information: The information in this
installation instruction is intended for use only by
skilled technicians who have the proper tools,
equipment, and training to correctly and safely add
equipment to your vehicle. These procedures should
not be attempted by “do-it-yourselfers.”

1. Write down the customer’s radio station presets;
the radio memory will be erased when you
disconnect the battery.

2. Disconnect the negative cable from the battery.

3. Openthetailgate.

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5. Turn over the cargo area mat, and remove the
cargo area floor.

« Remove the clip, and remove the left rear side
trim panel from the body panel by starting at
the front. Then, release the six clips and four
retaining tabs by pulling the left rear side trim
panel toward you. Unplug the acessory socket
connector and remove the trim panel.

35. Near the body bracket, use isopropyl alcohol to
clean the area where the converter will attach.
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36. Remove the adhesive backing and attach the
converter to the body next to the body bracket.
Make sure the top of the converter is below the
bracket.

37. Secure the optional harness to the vehicle
harness with two wire ties in the area shown. Wrap
one cushion tape around the 6-pin connector.

Bundle up
the excess harness, and wire tie the excess
harness under the vehicle. You can also cut the
harness to the proper length, and then wire tie the
excess harness under the vehicle.

42. Reinstall all of the interior trim pieces.
43. Reconnect the negative battery cable.
44, Reset the clock and the radio station presets.

NOTE: Whenever the battery is disconnected, the
driver’'s AUTO function is disabled.

45. Start the engine. Push down on the driver’s
window switch until the window is fully open.

46. Pull up on the driver’'s window switch to close the
window completely, then hold the switch for a
second or two more.

47. Testthe AUTO window function.
48. Dotheidle learn procedure.
— Make sure all electrical items are turned off.

— Start the engine. Hold the engine speed at 3,000
rpm with no load (in Park or Neutral) until the
radiator fan comes on.

PIN —Let the engine idle for about 5 minutes with the
throttle fully closed and with all electrical items
off.

NOTE: If the radiator fan comes on during this
step, the time when it is operating must not be
included in the 5 minutes.
NOTE: After about 620 miles (1,000 km) of use, the
bolts and nuts should be retightened to the specified
torque.
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
