Customer Information: The information in this
accessory installation instruction is intended for use
only by skilled technicians who have the proper
tools, equipment, and training to correctly and safely
add equipment to your vehicle. These procedures
should not be attempted by “do-it-yourselfers.”

NOTE: LX and EX models without navigation: If
equipped with the optional CD changer under the
driver's seat, the CD changer must be relocated under
the passenger's seat, in place of the front passenger's
under seat storage tray.

1. Make sure you have the anti-theft code for the
radio, then write down the frequencies for the
preset buttons.

2. Turn the ignition key to the on position, press the
brake pedal, and move the gear selector to the "1"
position.

3. Disconnect the negative cable from the battery.

4. Remove the console panel:

» Starting from the left side, gently pull along the
bottom to release the lower clips, and work
toward the top to release all ten clips.

» Pull out the console panel, unplug the vehicle
connectors, and remove the panel.

NOTE: If the radiator fan comes on during this
step, the time it is operating must not be
included in the 5 minutes.
