NOTE:

¢ Wash and wax the area to be covered with a
high-quality paste wax.

e The trunk springs are different for the left and the right
side. (The spring for the left side is marked with red
paint. The spring on the right is marked with yellow
paint.) Please identify the left and right springs side
before installation.

Installing the Trunk Spoiler

1. Make sure you have the anti-theft codes for the
audio system and navigation system (if equipped).
Then write down the radio presets.

2. Disconnect the negative cable from the battery.

3.  Open the trunk lid and remove the trunk floor mat
(two clips).

¢ Install the yellow marked spring in the slot in the
right (passenger’s) side trunk hinge arm and in
the hinge bracket on the left (driver’s) side of the
vehicle; install the red marked spring in the slot
in the left (driver’s) side trunk hinge arm and in
the hinge bracket on the right (passenger’s) side
of the vehicle.

e Wearing gloves, rotate the tool as you pull it
towards you.

e  Set the springs in the first notch (original
position) of the hinge brackets.
